Seal all gaps between
ceiling and fixture with weatherproof silicone sealant.

3. Fixture may be wired through back conduit entrance or
either side conduit entrance for surface mounting.

4. Pull field wires into the box, place gasket over wires and
connect to the supplied fixture leads.

5. Connect wires as shown in wiring section.

6. Reattach the socket holder assembly using the
non-captive screws (under gasket) provided.

7. Install the lamp, globe and guard.

8. Seal all holes, plugs and conduit entrances with
weatherproof silicone sealant.
